Prosthetics Project in Amman, Jordan, in collaboration with Physicians for Peace.

This year, Dan's trek will start in San Francisco and end in Washington, D.C, before moving on
to Europe, the Middle East, Russia, China and Southeast Asia. His trek will cover 16,000 miles
and four continents. The U.S. portion of the trek has been broken down into five segments

lasting from 7 to 15 days. Both able-bodied and disabled cyclists are encouraged to ride with



Sheret.
